
 
United Nations peace operations offer opportunities 
to make a difference, both in the world and in your 
own life. Working and living conditions in the field 
vary. If you serve in a peacek eeping or political 
mission, or in a humanitarian field operation, the 
country or region that you work and live in is likely to 
be emerging from conflict or an emergency situation 
where the conditions are more arduous; the 
infrastructure is weak and electr icity and clean water 
are often in short supply. In addition, most 
peacekeeping, political or humanitarian missions are 
categorized as “non -family” duty stations, and 
therefore family members are unable to join the staff 
member at the relevant location.  
 

Public Information  professionals are responsible for 
developing the Organization’s integrated 
communications and public information strategies. 
They advise senior leadership on all matters of 
strategic communications relevant to its mandate; 
design and implement messaging, campaigns and 
coordinate closely with the different Departments and 
field missions to ensure harmonized internal and 
external communications.  

The United Nations fosters gender equality and 
encourages applications from suitably qualified and 
experienced women across the full range of career 
opportunities particularly in the more "non- traditional" 
field careers such as Aviation, Logistics or Engin eering.

Public Information positions at the professional level 
require an advanced university degree (Master's 
degree or equivalent) in Journalism, Communication, 
Broadcasting, or a related field. A first-level university 
degree with a combination of two additional years of 
qualifying experience may be accepted in lieu of the 
advanced university degree. For positions in the Field 
Service Category, a high school or equivalent 
diploma is required. Subst antive training in the field of 
camera operation, broadcast media, sound and 
lighting, production, shooting and editing video 
film/video, are required. For Public Information, 
fluency in oral and written English or French is 
required.
