About Peacekeeping 

The Transport Occupational Group is part of the 
Logistics Job Family which belongs to the 
Management and Operations Support Job Network. 
The Surface Transport Section supports global peace 
operations by planning, coordinating, monitoring and 
executing all surface transport requirements. The UN 
utilizes both its own transport services in addition to 
third party logistics resources and those provided by 
Troop Contributing Countries under “Letter of Assist” 
arrangements. The fleet consists of light, heavy and 
armoured vehicles. Its responsibilities include the 
vary. If you serve in a peacekeeping or political 
mission, or in a humanitarian field operation, the 
country or region that you work and live in is likely to 
be emerging from conflict or an emergency situation 

where the conditions are more arduous; the 
infrastructure is weak and electricity and clean water 
are often in short supply. In addition, most 
peacekeeping, political or humanitarian missions are 
categorized as “non-family” duty stations, and 
therefore family members are unable to join the staff 
member at the relevant location. 
 

Activities typically include the provision of surface 
transport services to ensure freedom of movement of 
UN and authorised non-UN personnel including VIP, 
deploying troops/ military observers/civilian police 
and their equipment during start up, deployment, 
rotation, withdrawal phases, medical/casualty 
evacuations, as well as food, fuel and cargo re-
supply, military operations support and “Search & 
Rescue” operations. Surface Transport liaises with 
governmental interlocutors, UN agencies, non-
governmental organizations and companies 
contracted by the UN. Transport also ensures the 
serviceability of UN owned transport equipment. 

The United Nations fosters gender equality and 
encourages applications from suitably qualified and 
experienced women across the full range of career 
opportunities particularly in the more "non-traditional" 
field careers such as Aviation, Logistics or Engineering.

Advanced university degree (Master’s degree or 
equivalent) preferably in business administration, 
mechanical engineering logistics, or transport 
management is required. Training in the planning, 
coordination and control of large vehicle fleet 
operations is also required. A first level university 
degree with a relevant combination of education, 
professional training, certification in surface transport 
operations, and two additional years of work 
experience in surface transportation related 
occupation, may be accepted in lieu of the 
advanced university degree. A high school or 
equivalent diploma is required for positions in the Field 
Service category.
